“Congressman Owens is like the passenger who complained about the food on the Titanic.  The ship of state is sinking and all he wants to do is take away their sabbaticals if they don’t do their job”, said Mark L. Barie, Chairman of UNYTEA.
Barie added, “He should be introducing legislation which prohibits tax paid sabbaticals, for ALL government workers, whether they do their job or not.  Its time to stop the foolish spending” 

Owens is sponsoring H.R. 3850, which would deny sabbaticals to Agency heads who fail in their effort to award small businesses  their fair share of Federal contracts. 
Barie says that’s not enough.

“If he really wants to help small business, he will work to cut the waste in government and reduce our tax burden. Paid sabbaticals for federal workers is a waste of taxpayer’s money”, said Barie, adding, “In the private sector, if someone doesn’t do their job, they’re fired. 

Barie said Owens is out of touch. “If this is his idea of tough love, he has clearly forgotten everything he learned in the private sector.”
